2011 J/24 District 8 Championship Series

Notice of Series

(updated 02-18-11)

1) The Organizing Authority for this Series will be the J/24 District 8 Championship Series Committee consisting of the District 8 Governor and the District 8 Fleet Captains.

2) This series will be hosted by the Fleets of District 8 as defined by the IJCA.

3) Prizes for the overall Series will be awarded at the completion of the final regatta to the top (3) skippers including the District 8 Perpetual Trophy being awarded to the overall Champion.  Additionally, the overall Champion will be awarded the SAYRA J/24 One-Design Champion trophy which is awarded at the annual SAYRA Meeting.  A trophy fund will be funded by collecting $5 per skipper per regatta which may either be built into the registration fee or collected separately.

4) The series will be governed by the Current Racing Rules of Sailing and IJCA Class Rules. 

5) All participants will be scored in the Series after competing in (1) event.

6) Participant eligibility criteria:
The Series is open to all District 8 J/24 Class Members and J/24 sailboats as defined by the IJCA. To be eligible for any of the Championship Trophies, the competitor must meet all ownership, class membership, and measurement requirements.  Co-Helmsmen are not permitted.  If a helmsman races a boat that he or she does not own in any of the Series regattas, the borrowed boat must posses a valid Measurement Certificate and completed Part C form.

We will attempt to have our D8 scale available at each event so that you can weigh your boat as the 2011 IJCA “all up weight” rule has been reduced from 1,345kg to 1,330 kg.  Additionally, as recommended by the USJCA, we will attempt to inspect boats for illegal materials-refer to the USJCA December 2010 Meeting Minutes for further details.

7) The 2011 Series schedule is as follows:

8) SCORING:
Each competitor’s Series score will be the sum of their overall finishing positions in each of the (4) regattas excluding their worst score, which allows for (1) drop/throw out.  Individual regatta results and updated overall Series results will be published after each D8 event.

For the purposes of scoring the Series, points will be awarded to each helmsman as identified by registration.

a) The District Championship Series will be scored using the low point scoring method.

b) For any Series event in which a competitor does not participate, the competitor will be scored DNC and will be awarded a score equal to the total number of boats participating in the entire Series plus (1) place, in accordance with RRS A4.2 and RRS A9.  For example, if a total of (15) different boats compete in the entire Series, a score of (16) will be awarded for any individual regatta that a competitor does not compete. 

c) SERIES TIES will be resolved by using the RRS A8 Series Ties rule as modified:
A8.1 If there is a Series score tie between two or more boats, each boat’s individual Series regatta finishing places (not individual regatta races) shall be listed in order of best to worst, and at the first point(s) where there is a difference the tie shall be broken in favor of the boat(s) with the best score(s).


A8.2 If a tie still remains between two or more boats, they shall be ranked


in order of their scores in the last Series regatta. Any remaining ties shall be

broken by using the tied boats’ scores in the next-to-last individual series regatta and so

on until all ties are broken. 

2012 J/24 World Championship Qualification Process

The qualification rules for the 2012 World Championship has been updated to “open” the qualification process.  To qualify for the 2012 Worlds, you must meet all the Class Membership requirements in 2011 and 2012 as defined by the IJCA and compete in (1) District, Regional, National, or International J/24 Class event.
