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The District 8 Championship cannot be won by one regatta only this year.  It will be won through a series of regattas.   

We have four regattas in our series with a skipper’s best three regattas scored with one throw-out.  This will allow for some of us to miss one regatta without being taken out of the running.  We will use the announced and advertised regattas in our district established by the majority of Fleet Captains.  
1) The Organizing Authority for this series will be the J/24 District 8 Championship Series Committee consisting of: 
District 8 Governor
District 8 Fleet Captains (Traveling Majority)
2) This series will be hosted by the fleets of Dist 8
3) The series will be governed by the Current Racing Rules of Sailing and the Current J24 Class Rules. 
4) Participants will be registered to be scored for the series.  (Registrations will be accepted via email to RobWhitley99@gmail.com) or on our website.  There will be an online form soon.  All of the normal regatta entry info will be requested.
5) Participant eligibility Criteria:
The series is open to all District 8 J24 Class members and J/24sailboats as defined by the IJCA. Competitors must meet all ownership, class membership, and measurement requirements and must complete all aspects of the registration process to become official participants.  Co-Helmsmen are not permitted.  If a helmsman races a borrowed boat in one/some of the series events, each boat must be measured.
6) The series will consist of four (4) named regattas.  
7) SCORING:

Each competitor’s series score will be the sum of their overall finishing positions in each of the four regattas, with one throw out.  Each of those series events final results will then be recorded as a single race on the combined Championship series score sheet.  For the purposes of scoring this series, points will be awarded to each helmsman, as identified by registration.
a) The J24 Dist 8 Championship Series Regattas will be scored using the low point scoring method. 
b) SERIES TIES  will be resolved by using the combined score sheet and A8 Series Ties modified as follows:
A8.1 If there is a series score tie between two or more boats, each boat’s

Individual series regatta scores shall be listed in order of best to worst, and at the first

point(s) where there is a difference the tie shall be broken in favour of

the boat(s) with the best score(s). No excluded scores shall be used.


A8.2 If a tie remains between two or more boats, they shall be ranked


in order of their scores in the last series regatta. Any remaining ties shall be

broken by using the tied boats’ scores in the next-to-last individual series regatta and so

on until all ties are broken. These scores shall be used even if some of them are excluded scores.
